1. Description

The Physical Protection Service at the JRC Karlsruhe uses video surveillance in order to identify any person entering the premises and to avoid any sabotage act. The purpose of the data collection and its processing is described in detail under point 2, hereafter.

The processing of the data is under the responsibility of the Head of Unit of JRC Sites Radioprotection & Security, acting as controller.

For the collection and further processing of personal data, regulation (EC) 45/2001 by the European Parliament and the Council of 18th December 2000 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by the Community institutions and bodies and on the free movement of such data is applicable.

2. Which personal information is collected, for what purpose and by which technical means?

Identification data: video pictures
Physical Protection data:  security relevant occurrences
Purpose: The purpose of the processing is to comply with the German legislation "Atomgesetz (AtG) as of 15.07.1985" and "Anforderungen an den Objektsicherungsdienst und an Objektsicherungsbeauftragte in Kerntechnischen Anlagen der Sicherungskategorie I - Bekanntmachung des BMI v. 8.4.1986 - RS I 7 - 513 143/20.1 - (OSD Richtlinie) as of 08.04.1986"
Technical means: The Physical Protection Service records, manages and monitors the related information on secured video systems. 
3. Who has access to your information and to whom is it disclosed?

Qualified and experienced Physical Protection Service Staff, and if required competent authorities according to legal requirements.
4. How do we protect and safeguard your information?
The collected personal data and all information related to the above mentioned processing are stored on secured video systems.
