In 2014, 7.2% of the value added generated in Austria by the exports of
the EU as a whole to the rest of the world corresponded to compensation
to high skilled labour in the services sector.
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In 2014, 25.4% of the EU value added embodied in EU exports to the rest
of the world was used to pay for labour compensation in the services
sector. In 2014, this figure accounted for more than 40% in Cyprus,
Luxembourg and Malta. For manufacturing sectors, in 2014 labour
compensation accounted for more than 40% in Germany, Finland,
Slovenia and Italy, ranging from 7.4% in Cyprus to 50% in Italy.
