“coronavirus”, reporting that the article in question was about SARS, a
disease caused by a virus in the coronavirus family (estadaoverifica).

Fact checkers debunk claims that a pandemic plagues humanity every 100
years, reporting that there are mistakes regarding both the pandemics and
the dates listed (boatos).

Fact checkers debunk claims that Bill Gates was in New Zealand in May,
New Zealand is a “perfect” nation “to test and trial” a vaccine for
coronavirus and Gates’ purported “goal” of microchipping the vaccine is to
be able to track people who receive it. Fact checkers report that, among
other things, it is not true that Bill Gates visited New Zealand in May
(aapfactcheck).
