Conference venue

Spazio Novecento Piazza Guglielmo Marconi, 26b, 00144 Roma

The conference venue, Spazio Novecento, is located in EUR district inside the Arte Antica building,
a stone's throw from the city centre, well connected to the "Grande Raccordo Anulare" and Fiumicino
Airport (FCO). It is easily reachable by public transport.

How to get there

Underground: metro B (get off at Eur Palasport/ Eur Fermi)
